Earlier this year the FCC had pro-
posed increasing the vanity call sign
fee from its current $15 to $15.20, but
in a Report and Order in MD Docket
13-140, released August 12, the Com-
mission reported the new regulatory
fee would be $16.10 to apply for an
Amateur Radio vanity call sign.

The new fee will go into effect Fri-
day, August 23. No explanation for
the higher fee was forthcoming.
